Program Description: 
 
Heart Failure is referred to as ÒAmericaÕs silent epidemicÓ by the Heart Failure 
Society of America with approximately 550,000 new cases being diagnosed 
each year. Advances in the treatment of heart attacks have resulted in a 
growing number of patients surviving and being left with a weakened heart 
leading to congestive heart failure and other conditions which require 
continued medical management. 
 
 This continuing medical education program is designed to provide clinicians 
with an update on evidenced-based recommendations for treating and 
managing heart failure patients in a highly effective and cost-efficient manner. 
A question and answer session will follow the presentations to enhance 
learning and application to individual health care environments.
